Requirements



Access to Water

ÅEach child should have access to water, either 
from a tap or from a water container

ÅSchools without water should develop ways and 
means to ensure availability of water 



The Tippy Tap Wash Stations

A low cost solution for schools which have limited resources



The Tippy Tap Wash Stations

Fix a string to the bottle and remove the label



The Tippy Tap Wash Stations

Make a hole in the cap of each water bottle



The Tippy Tap Wash Stations

Fix the bottles to a wash stand so that it can be easily 
turned in an upright position



The Tippy Tap Wash Stations

Fix soap in a stocking or fish net near each bottle



The Handwashingand ToothbrushingFacility



ÅHandwashingand toothbrushingshould be done 
with running water

ÅRinsing of hands and brushes may also be 
performed by using water from a water jug or pail

The Handwashingand ToothbrushingFacility



ÅAt least 15 children can perform at the same time

ÅThe facility should be slightly inclined so that 
water will flow to the end

The Handwashing and Toothbrushing Facility

Fixed and durable; With access to water from a pipe



The Handwashingand ToothbrushingFacility

May use commercially available yet cheap materials 



The Handwashingand ToothbrushingFacility

The facility should have proper drainage so water will not 
permit flooding across working area



The Handwashingand ToothbrushingFacility

A simple roof over the facility allows handwashingand 
toothbrushingeven on rainy days



The Handwashingand ToothbrushingFacility

Handwashingand toothbrushingguidelines are efficient 
communication tools to pave way for behavioral change



The Handwashingand ToothbrushingFacility

The facility may be constructed inside the classroom for 
accessibility 



The Handwashingand ToothbrushingFacility

The facility can also be located in front of the classroom



The Handwashingand ToothbrushingFacility

The facility may also be located beside or at the back of the building



The Health Corner

The health corner should be a clean and well lit place 



The Health Corner

ÅThere should be 
available 

o water

o soap in a soap dish

o nail cutter

o fluoride toothpaste

o toothbrush holder



The Toothbrush

Each child will receive one toothbrush with a cap per 
school year, which is to be stored in a toothbrush holder 

inside the classroom



The Toothbrush

Toothbrush must be labeled individually according to student 
name or number with a permanent marker or paint



The Toothbrush

Toothbrush must be wrapped with tape to avoid from 
being erased after repeated use



The Toothbrush

As an alternative to labeling, have the children 
personalize their toothbrushes for easy identification



The Toothpaste

A bottle of toothpaste is 
good for 8 pupils and 

enough for a school year



The Toothpaste

Only one lock must be removed prior to dispensing. The lock 
must be returned afterwards



The Toothbrush Holder

The toothbrush holder will be fixed to the wall so that 
children can easily reach it



The Toothbrush Holder

Each space and each brush is clearly labeled to avoid mixing up 
of brushes and cross infection
